We live an Ethical style of life in which every choice we make is grounded in critical awareness of its impact on the society and the planet. We are conscious of our won consumerism and all that hurt humanity and the integrity of creation. ( General chapter directives  2009).  
Symbolism:  Have a bowl of water and give each member a floating candle.
                   Create an atmosphere for prayer by a Song of your choice. 
Reading / Reflection:
No human, animal or plant can live without water. There's no food without water. More than 3.4 million people die each year from water, sanitation, and hygiene-related causes especially in the developing world Every 21 seconds, a child dies from a water-related illness.
Fortunately, there's a lot of water on Earth: Only 3 % of the Earth's water is freshwater and two-thirds of that is locked up in glaciers and permanent snow cover. Humankind has access just to 1 %. Even this 1 %, if uniformly distributed and rationally used, would be enough to sustain a human population. Women spend 200 million hours a day collecting water. Globally, the problem is getting worse, nearly one billion people live without safe drinking water, this water crisis is not an issue of scarcity but of access. It urges everyone to be part of efforts to conserve and protect water.

In what ways can you individually, or as a group, make yourself and others aware of this critical need for water and the lack of it due to our thoughtlessness, wasting of this natural resource?

We praise and thank You Lord, for the gift of living water. Guide us to use it wisely, consume it sparingly, and protect its purity, We commit ourselves to value and care for your gifts to us, not  misuse of our natural resources.  Amen.
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
